Bill enjoyed riding four wheelers and traveling to many places during
his lifetime, and he was especially proud of having been able to visit the Holy
Lands a few years ago. He enjoyed doing yardwork and took meticulous care
of his lawn and gardens until shortly before his death. Bill was never idle and
was an energetic and excellent provider for his family. He was well known as



an honest, trustworthy man of integrity who was quick to help a neighbor or
volunteer at his church. Bill was a dedicated Christian and was a lifelong
member of the First Baptist Church of Fort Gibson.

Bill is survived by his wife of 41 years, Euleta, of the home; his children
